	PURPOSE AND OVERVIEW (max. 5 sentences)

	Studying the process of architectonic visualization and presentation of structures, with a special accent on the advanced techniques, integration of usage of various computer software and generative 3D modeling of architectonic structures. Students build capacity to independently design and perform complex presentations of architectonic buildings using printed posters, digital presentations and animations.

	SYLLABUS (brief outline and summary of topics, max. 10 sentences)

	Practical classes: Exercises (0+2)

The exercises are used for practical classes based on theory from the previously attended courses: CAD in architecture and Modeling in architecture and town planning. Students make a 3D model of an assigned architectonic structure in Rhinoceros. They further process it in the same software by in other previously taught software. The obtained raster images are additionally processed in Photoshop,at a level higher than the previously mastered. They use the same software for design and editing of posters for printing and process other forms of presentation. In one of the software, students produce an animated display of 3D model of an assigned structure. The semester graphical project is turned over as a printed poster, while presentation and animation are placed on the web page of the course.
