Analysis of documents important for the development of the area, 3-4. Research work: acquainting with the subject area, collection and analysis of data, field visits, contacts with institutions, 5. SWOT analysis, 6. Generation of ideas about the desirable development of the subject area, formulation of vision and development, 7. Definition and elaboration of goals, 8. Definition of variants of development concepts, evaluation and selection of development concept, 9. Verification of compliance with the defined goals, vision and results - SWOT analyses, 10-12. Formulation of the project proposal – solution elaboration, 13. Elaboration of methods – measures and instruments for realization of designs, 14. Consultations, corrections, finalization, 15.
